	Mini Lesson:
Connection:   

Have students list the materials they feel they’d need to take/use in an interview.

Then ask: If I’m the boss, and you’re the interviewee, would I be able to make an accurate judgment of ALL your skills with you just sitting in front of me? 

Teaching Point:  

In today’s world, there are many skills and achievements that don’t necessarily fit on a resume.  You might be really good at coding and HTML but schools wouldn’t put that on your report card.  You would only see a class grade, right?

Badges are kind of like certificates.  Those of you in girl/boy scouts might earn badges for business or even being able to start a fire.  

Badges are representations of valuable skills you acquire in many different areas.  Many organizations and companies are using them and looking at them to see your skill set, not just your academic record.
