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	Analysis
	The student’s explanation clearly defines the activity’s relevance to the unit of study and the importance of the experience understanding the content.
	The reflection analyzes the learning experience with some reasoning on how it related to the unit of study but is unclear on the importance of the activity to comprehension.
	The student attempts to analyze the learning experience but the value of the lesson is vague, unclear, or not wholly related to the content studied.
	The student does not analyze the experience.  Instead, he/she attempts to summarize.

	Making Connections
	The student analyses the experience and is able to make MULTIPLE connections between the learning activity and other areas of his/her life (i.e. other classes, life experiences, goals)


	The student analyses the experience and is able to make at least 1 connections between the learning activity and other areas of his/her life (i.e. other classes, life experiences, goals)


	The student attempts to make connections between the lesson and other areas of his/her life but the explanations are vague, unclear, or not wholly related to the content studied.
	The reflection connects the activity with the unit studied but does not move beyond the class experience to find further value.

	The reflection presents a clear picture into the student’s thinking process and 

attempts to engage the reader about the importance of the learning process to future learning or others.
	The reflection presents a idea about the learning but is unclear about the learning PROCESS (i.e. steps it to took to…)
	The reflection is mainly a summary or a kind of snapshot (photo album) into what happened but does not reflect the student learning process.
